AAKPE Minutes

October 1, 2005
Business Meeting
Solana Marriott

Westlake, TX

Called to order (1:15pm) by President G. Reeve.
1.0 G. Reeve announced that H. Zelaznik would serve as Parliamentarian for the meeting.

2.0 The minutes of the Business Meeting of September 11, 2004 were approved unanimously.

3.0 The announcement was made that T. Templin could not attend the conference, because his father was gravely ill.  President Reeve expressed his condolences, and announced that Templin would be inducted as a new Fellow at next year’s conference.  

4.0 The Financial report was accepted unanimously.   The report indicated that Academy investments are doing well.  J. Clark will be looking at possible uses of the money currently held in reserve.  R. Martens has recommended that the Academy seek outside professional consultation regarding the financial status of the organization.

5.0 The Annual Reports were accepted unanimously.  An appeal was made by A. Jackson to submit nominations for the Hetherington Award and the new officers in a timely manner.

6.0 Proposed changes to the By-Laws were presented by D. Magill, Chair of the Committee on Documents of governance.  All recommended changes were approved unanimously.

The changes included adding the wording “Past President” to the first sentence of Section 1 of Article VI, striking the word “Officers” from the second sentence, and adding the wording “President-Elect and Secretary-Treasurer” in its place.

The wording “immediate Past President” was stricken from the first sentence of Section 1 of Article VIII.
The wording “five (5)” was stricken from the first sentence of Section 5 of Article IX and replaced by “six (6).”  The Standing Committee on Doctoral Programs was also added to the end of that same sentence.

Note: The motion was made, seconded, and passed unanimously to call the Committee on Doctoral Program Evaluation the Committee on Doctoral Programs.  Hence, that term was used in Article IX.
7.0 J. Morrow updated the group on the progress of the effort to have the National Research Council (NRC) include Kinesiology in their doctoral program evaluations.  Despite repeated efforts to date, the NRC contends that Kinesiology does not meet the criteria for inclusion into their evaluation of doctoral programs.  However, Morrow also noted that Kinesiology is now listed on the NRC website as a possible discipline for inclusion.  M. Sherman and J. Thomas indicated that they had heard that NRC will do the evaluation in upcoming years.
8.0 The ad hoc Committee on Accreditation of Programs reported that ACSM and CAAHEP are proposing a program of accreditation for exercise science and exercise physiology programs.  W. Chodzko-Zaiko, Committee chair, said members of his committee had met with representatives of ACSM and CAAHEP.  In response to the concerns presented by the Academy, the representatives agreed that the issue of program titles was important and they would consider narrowing the titles and the scope of the proposed accreditations.  Chodzko-Zaiko said this appeared to be a significant concession on the past of ACSM/CAAHEP.
9.0 J. Clark explained her agenda as incoming President of the Academy.  She will consider creating a strategic plan for the organization while studying ways to best utilize the significant amount of money currently being held in reserve by the Academy.  Clark also mentioned the need to clarify/improve the current system of inducting International Fellows as well as examining the current criteria for fellowship.  She asked for other general ideas from the group.  Using AAKPE money to sponsor undergraduate students to attend the AAKPE meetings was proposed as a way to increase the visibility of the Academy.  Another recommendation was to make an annual award to a young researcher or select an outstanding doctoral dissertation.  Another idea was to write op ed pieces to publish throughout the country for the purpose of increasing AAKPE visibility in the public domain.

10.0 J. Shea, Chair of the Memorials Committee, presented the following memorials of Academy Fellows who had passed away over the past year:

11.0 The announcement was made that the 2006 Annual Meeting will be held September 28-30 at the Westward Look Resort in Tucson, AZ.  The proposed theme will be “Kinesiology as an Academic Discipline.”  President G. Reeve requested that comments or ideas about the theme be made directly to him.

12.0 In other business, a recommendation was made to be more specific as to what type of information is being requested in the doctoral program review (e.g., total dollar amount per grant or per investigator on grants?).  Others recommended changing nothing for next time, because it would limit comparability across evaluations.  
K. DePauw suggested that the EC consider attempting to place an International Fellow on the Editorial Board of Quest.

G. Reeve reminded everyone to submit nominees for the President’s Council on Physical Fitness and Sports Award.

M. Safrit lauded the AAKPE for the “major accomplishment” of “pulling off” the doctoral program review, and offered a congratulations to everyone.  She also commended J. Morrow for the “great” programs during the two days of sessions at the 75th Annual Meeting.

J. Morrow reminded all presenters that their papers are due on November 1, 2005 for publication in Quest.
