AAKPE Minutes

December 12, 2007
Executive Committee Conference Call
Present : J. Clark (President), G. Payne (Secretary/Treasurer), G. Reeve (Past President), K. Scott (Business Manager), J. Shea (Member-at-Large), M. Sherman (Member-at-Large), S. Silverman (President-Elect)
0.0 The meeting was called to order by President Jane Clark and the agenda was unanimously approved – 3:30pm

1.0 The motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes of minutes of 9-29-05 and 10-1-05.  The motion passed unanimously.
2.0 The dates of the 2006 Annual Meeting were confirmed – September 14-16/06.  J. Clark asked K. Scott to send an e-mail informing all Fellows of these dates.
3.0 Considerable discussion ensued regarding the upcoming conference theme dealing with the “new discipline” and assessment.  G. Reeve requested ideas for possible conference presenters.  He also recommended using a 30 minute presentation format rather than the 45 minute time frame used last year.  This would allow more time for interaction and discussion.  He also plans a final wrap-up session to summarize the overall program.

Committee members also agreed that the Friday afternoon sessions would end at 2pm.  Concerns over allowing golfers adequate time were rectified by advising golfers to arrive early and golf on Thursday.  K. Scott will advise golfers that they may need to arrive on Wednesday night to be able to play on Thursday.  

G. Reeve, J. Clark will continue to work together to finalize the program.

Regarding upcoming conferences, K. Scott reported that she had visited five sites in the Baltimore area with two appearing to be possibilities. J. Clark recommended that we consider the Savannah area, and K. Scott agreed to pursue some possible sites in that area.

4.0 G. Reeve reported that the manuscript reporting the final results of the doctoral program evaluation will be published in Quest in February.   The paper has been read by members of the Executive Committee of AAKPE, and results were distributed to both participating and non-participating institutions.  According to Reeve, all responses have been positive to date.  Interest has been piqued, and institutions would like to see the evaluation repeated in the future.
J. Thomas is seeking permission from Human Kinetics to provide access to the manuscript on the AAKPE website.

J. Thomas, J. Clark, and G. Reeve will prepare a draft operating code for the Doctoral Program Evaluation Committee as it is now a standing committee.

5.0 M. Sherman reported that a viable source indicated that the NRC is “leaning toward doing the doctoral program evaluation” for Kinesiology in the future.   To assure that, J. Clark was asked to visit the NRC, perhaps with J. Morrow or other AAKPE Fellows, to make the case directly.
G. Reeve reiterated that, regardless of NRC action, AAKPE is committed to a five-year cycle of doing the evaluation.

6.0 K. Scott reported on her visit to the Academy Archives at The Pennsylvania State University.  Kim investigated when International Fellows were inducted, and was successful on all but one year of inductions.  Scott also tried to gather information on past meetings (e.g., themes, program chairs, locations), and has reported that information is still incomplete.  Scott also reported that we need to determine a better way to organize and add to the collections.  The recommendation was made that K. Scott consult with S. Kretchmar to consider some possibilities for reorganization.  
7.0 Action Items

7.1 J. Clark reported that she is still behind in selecting committee members and chairs.  The group unanimously agreed to approve in advance, the choices Clark makes for all AAKPE committees.
7.2 M. Sherman reported that the Fall newsletter will be distributed by the end of December.
7.3 K. Scott reported that membership renewals were sent out and the online membership renewal is “up and running.”  She will send an e-mail to all Fellows reminding them to renew, and informing them that the new three-year membership option is now available.
7.4 The call for officer nominations will be disseminated again early in January according to K. Scott.  The deadline for nominating someone is February 1, 2006.
7.5  J. Clark requested that K. Scott send separate e-mails reminding all Fellows of the deadline for nominations for new Fellows as well as nominations for officer positions and the Hetherington Award.
7.6 K. Scott will place a form on the AAKPE website for Fellows to purchase AAKPE medallions.
7.7 G. Reeve was asked to review possible changes to operating codes.
7.8 K. Scott has found someone to review the AAKPE finances.  He is a former Human Kinetics employee, and is a CPA.  Scott anticipated the cost to be approximately $500.  The group agreed to have Scott proceed with a motion, a second, and unanimous agreement to hire him if the cost is generally as estimated.
7.9 J. Clark received a letter from Human Kinetics indicating that there will be no additional cost to Fellows for Quest despite increasing production costs.  J. Clark was charged to write a reply thanking Human Kinetics for their generosity.
7.10 K. Scott reminded J. Clark that she still needed to appoint a newsletter editor, appoint an international committee, and schedule a conference call with the membership committee.  Clark responded by saying she will put out a request for a newsletter editor.  K. Scott will help with the specifics of the announcement and work with M. Sherman to help determine the next editor.  The group believed that a separate e-mail to all Fellows to solicit a newsletter editor would be most effective.

8.0 2005 Annual Meeting Wrap-Up
8.1 The Marriott Solana sent a formal apology and reduced the charges for the noise during the AAKPE banquet in Dallas.  This will be announced in the next newsletter.
8.2 AAKPE finances were briefly examined.  K. Scott indicated that the financial status is quite typical for this time of year following the annual meeting.  No questions or concerns were expressed.
8.3 All papers from the presentations at the Dallas conference were submitted for publication in Quest, except one.  That paper will not be published.
9.0 According to K. Scott, a project manager has been assigned by Human Kinetics to work on a quote to AAKPE to refurbish the AAKPE website.   A redesign of the website should be ready sometime in February of 2006.
10.0 The group was very supportive of sending out press releases concerning the induction of new Fellows and the results of the Doctoral Program Evaluation (congratulations to the top ten programs).  All agreed that notification should be sent to all “North American discipline related societies” for their newsletters and the Chronicle of Higher Education.  The recommendation was also made to place a link from the AAKPE website to the full report.
